    Dad was in the Air Force, so I got a bit of a 
varied education…both books and bikes.  In ’62 I 
got a 125 Vespa…more specifically an Allstate 
Cruiser.  That was up in Cold Lake AB and was 
only mine for 4 months, until we moved to 
Germany.  There, at age 16, you could have a 
power bike up to 50cc s.  I don’t think they 
envisioned a motorcycle-style moped modified and 
doing 110 km.  That was a KS50 Zundapp, not a 
bad little bike.  Then, at age 18, there was no 
longer a limit, and along came the 305 Super 
Hawk.  Now I really had some range, and I used it.  
Almost all of Germany, northeastern France and 
northern Switzerland went zipping by. 
     Back home in Canada and finishing school in 
June ’67, Dad had no intension of a live-at-home 
teenager cluttering up the house.  There was an ad 
in the paper, “Learn to fly Helicopters, $3800”.  We 
went out and checked it out and I thought that I 
could do this for maybe 5 years, until something 
realistic came along.  I did the training, starting July 
1, 1967 in Arnprior ON.  The company hired me on 
and I started flying helicopters in March 68.  While I 
was out on my first multi-month deployment, my 
parents packed up in Ottawa and moved to 
Victoria.  I just knew there was a reason they 
wanted me away from the house for a while. 
     Bikes got forgotten for a while, until I moved to a 
new company just outside of Montreal and found a 
really great bike in a Honda showroom…a 1978 
CX500.  Now, that was a great bike, a little light for 
Western touring, but a good reliable bike.  After I 
had moved to Calgary at Christmas ’78 and made 
a couple of runs between Calgary and Victoria, I 
decided I needed something heavier.  I bought a 
1980 Harley TourGlide.  It was a real smooth bike, 
and handled as light as a bicycle.  It also didn’t 
have enough power to get out of it’s own way.  It 
was also the only bike to let me down on the road.  
I had to completely re-build the clutch in 
Revelstoke on a 4 day weekend ride to Victoria.  
Then came time to change the rear tire.  That 
turned into an all night marathon.  I got it changed 
and then started thinking,  “what if I had to change/
repair this on the side of the road?”.  I never rode 
the bike again.  It sat in the back of the garage for 
2 years and got traded even for a ’79 Pontiac 
Acadian, and I figured I got the better deal. 
     Flying consumed my time entirely for the next 
24 years, until I got the bike itch again in ’07.  
Steve Drane had an  irresistible Softail Heritage on 
the showroom floor and it really called my name 
very loudly.  I bought it.  That lasted 5 weeks.  It 

hurt my butt. 
     Steve Drane was very good about it.  They 
brought the bike back on consignment and it went 
in 2 days for what I was asking for it.  All I lost was 
the tax.  I then went into Action for something or 
another and there was this Dark Orange Wing.  
Terry said “Take it for a ride”, so I did….all the way 
up to Nanaimo and back.  It didn’t hurt.  I ordered 
one immediately.  That was July 1, ’07 and I’ve put 
on 110,000 clicks since then. 
     The flying ended in October, after 43 years and 
just about every square mile in Canada and a few 
outside too.  The bike is far more fun.  I’ve 
extended the riding season considerably by 
trucking the bike down to Southern California for a 
couple of weeks in the off-season and get to see 
some great countryside.  Through the local 
GWRRA, I actually have a bit of a life, something 
that really was impossible while still  flying. 

     Pauline joined me in life in July and life is good. 
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A cop stops a Harley for traveling faster than the 
posted speed limit, so    he asks the biker his 
name.    'Fred,' he replies.  'Fred what?' the officer 
asks.   'Just Fred,' the man responds.  The officer 
is in a good mood and thinks he might just give the 
biker a    break and, write him out a warning 
instead of a ticket. The officer then  presses him for 
the last name.  The man tells him that he used to 
have a last name but lost it.  The officer thinks that 
he has a nut case on his hands but plays along 
with it.

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Elastic Water could eventually replace plastic, 
or be used in an environmentally-safe plastic.
